My relationship with Barka leaders in London was good. To-date I keep in touch with the Leader who was working with me. I wanted to leave London because I had no accommodation there and I lost a job. Really I did not have a reason to be there for. Barka helped me to return. I got a ticket and food on the journey. On 22.05.2010 I arrived in Poznan and then I went to the village of Chudobczyce. I was received with hospitality by the Barka community. Soon after I came the Community helped with GP, arranged for insurance for me and helped me get in touch with the Social Welfare Centre in my town. 
The conditions here are very good. At present I work in the kitchen and in the garden. I enrolled in courses of the Social Integration Centre.  I have enough money to satisfy my needs. I have my years you know. I care about the Community house as if it was my home. I am happy.
In future I want to find a job outside though. I do not want to be a strain on Barka.
