Pawel become responsible for electrical installations in the Barka Centre in Chudopczyce. He is also a participant of the Centre of Social Integration. Pawel is about to start employment for an electrical company outside of the Chudobczyce village. He still wants to live at the Barka community though. Pawel has a family in Poland (a father) but is not ready to contact him yet.  He is staying in the Barka community on the same terms and conditions as the rest of the beneficiaries. He said he was happy with his decision to return to Poland and stay at Barka. He is on a good path to rebuilding his personal and professional life and becoming self-sufficient.
